· Written commissions for photographers are preferred

· Photography positions at Franklin’s Gardens will be as follows:-

· 8 mobile positions in front of the Tetley’s Stand, between the goal lines

· 8 positions in front of the First Aid room between the Church’s Stand and Sturtridge Pavilion

· 6 positions in front of the South Stand. These positions will be allocated in advance; please advise Chris Wearmouth whether you want one such position when applying for accreditation

· There will be no photography in front of the Church’s Stand

· Only two photographers will be allowed on the pitch pre-match to film the teams running out; these will be allocated in advance

· There are no similar restrictions after the game

· The club reserves the right to refuse entry
